Internships: Legal Requirements
Information Centre Riga

If you have citizenship of Lithuania (or of another EU / EEA country):
- You have the same rights to jobs, internships etc. as German citizens
- If you are a student, you should respect certain time limits –

- you won‘t have time to work too much during your studies (unlike in many
study programmes in Lithuania, you won‘t manage!!!)

- take into consideration tax rules – students pay much less taxes, but only up
to a maximum number of working hours per week (usually 20 hours)!

If you are NOT an EU citizen:
- If you are enrolled as a student in Germany, you have rights to work within certain

limits (usually 120 days per year)
- If your study programme requires a compulsory internship, you are allowed to fulfil

these requirements
- In any case – if a company is interested in you and can prove that there are no

German applicants for the position with a similar qualification, you usually get the
work permit
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Duale Programme – Studium und Ausbildung gleichzeitig / 
„Dual“ Education – studying + simultaneous apprenticeship

- Studium + (verstärkte) Praxis in einem Unternehmen / Studying + (intensified) 
practical experience in a company

- Für praktisch orientierte Studierende / for highly practically oriented students
- Ausbildungsintegrierend vs. berufsintegrierend vs. praxisintegrierend / integrated

studying + apprenticeship vs. studying for fully employed persons vs. full-time studies
with integrated internships

- Alternierend monate- oder tageweise / alternating months or days
- Bewerbung an der Hochschule oder über ein Unternehmen / Application either at 

the University or via a company
- Oft in Fächern, die in Deutschland traditionell NICHT als Studium gelten (z.B. 

medizinische Pflegeberufe) / often in fields which were traditionally NOT considered to
be part of universities or other fields of academic education

- Zumeist Fachhochschulen / usually Universities of Applied Science
- Berufseinstieg und Auszubildendengehalt / enables smooth career start, often

accompanied by salary by the company
- Übergang zu späterem theoretischem Studium möglich, aber schwierig / 

continuing theoretical studies at a later stage not impossible, but difficult
- Informationen über Hochschulkompass / information at Higher Education Compass

- Contact companies which are interesting to you – explain
your interest and apply (just like German students would do it) 

- Be open-minded, active and alert!
- Solid knowledge of German improves your chances

considerably!
- BE CAREFUL with private agencies – some of them are

serious and reliable, others are not. In any case – they will 
CHARGE YOU A LOT OF MONEY!

- State services (such as by DAAD) are free of charge!
